AFFIDAVIT FOR THE FOLLOWING PROJECTS: 
 

1. FENCES 
2. DRIVEWAYS 
3. SITE WALLS 
4. PATIOS 
5. DECKS 
6. SEAWALLS 
7. DOCKS 
8. SHEDS (100 SQ FT. OR UNDER IN SIZE) 
9. PUBLIC SIDEWALK (ENGINEERING) 

 
IMPORTANT NOTES: 
 
1. Only copies of current, valid surveys that are complete and legible will be accepted. 
2. A valid survey having a raised seal and signature of a Florida registered survey engineer 
3.   A current survey is defined as a survey that shows all the improvements on a site as they 

exist at the time application is made. 
4. All other applications require a current, valid survey
